When it comes to people who get involved in ministries 
and acƟviƟes in this wonderful parish, some are "first  
Ɵmers" and some have been acƟve in previous parishes 
long before coming to Sacred Heart of Jesus Church.  
A person who fits in the laƩer category is our "Very      
Important Person" for the month of January, Debbie 
Doughty. While living in Wisconsin she was a lector, 
E.M. (Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion), and 
served on the pastoral council of her local church. AŌer 
moving to the Village in 2011 and sadly accompanying 
her husband through a sickness that took his life within 
the year they moved here, Debbie chose to immerse 
herself more in our parish starƟng with becoming a   
lector in 2012. In the same year she joined the Ladies of 
The Sacred Heart and became a member of St. Monica's 
Guild and was a co-captain for two years. She has       
involved herself in many LOSH acƟviƟes including funeral 
recepƟons, bake sales, tutoring at Mountain Pine 
School, and working as a volunteer at the loan closet.

She is part of 
the parish welcoming commiƩee as one who especially 
works with new singles in the parish to let them know 
what our parish has to offer (including of course the  
Sacred Heart Singles).  
She is the proud mother of 3 and will soon welcome her 
10th grandchild! She is proud of the fact that her daughter 
is acƟve in ministries in the parish where Debbie once 
belonged and worked in a variety of ways Debbie definitely 
makes her presence felt in the ways I've described and 
makes a posiƟve difference in the lives that she touches 
and serves, especially in the singles ministry.
